THE PRELIMINARY REPORT
ON THE HUMAN BONES FROM MONTE COVOLO

Several fragments of human bone were recovered from the southern part
of the excavations: two pieces from a humerus, two from a fibula, three from
a tibia, two from a femur and one from a pelvis. All the fragments, although
disarticulated and scattered over several metres, are probably derived from a
single body, all from the right side. The body was that of an adult female,
about 160 cm in height. No pathology was observed. The bones were found in
deposits dating to the Late Neolithic.

Riassunto

Durante lo scavo al M.te Covolo furono messe in luce, nel settore sud della
zona, parecchie parti di ossa wmane: frammenti di omeri, di tibie, di femori, di
fibule ¢ di bacino. Tutie queste ossa — per quanto disarticolate e sparse in un
raggio di parecchi metri — provengono probabilmente dalla parte destra del
corpo di uno stesso individuo: wuna donna adulta, alta all’incirca cm 160. Le ossa
in parola furono trovate in un deposito che risale al tardo Neolitico.
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
